Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of January 8, 2015.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report. The 941 fourth quarter returns have been corrected to include the taxable election judge wages.  Tina gave clarification of deposit made after December reports now showing in 2014 year end so books would balance to actual receipts in bank. Two other deposits have been adjusted regarding correction to dates to balance to clerk’s reports.   Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented with explanations.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried. 

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud asked that #4 under old business be added “Census Report”, #7 under new business be added “Petition for new road”, and #8 under new business be added “Frozen sewer line”.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the agenda with additions.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Todd Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were sanded and plowed as needed.  Signs were ordered from M&R Signs, posts have been returned as found they were not needed.  When this billing is received it should be paid from the “Sign Fund”.
Johnsrud made a recommendation to the Board to grant permission to Sanquist Construction to clean up around signs, overhead branches, and trees as needed.  Specific areas mentioned were Friendly Bay Drive and 209th Avenue.  Recommendation was accepted.
Todd has talked with Hubbard County Highway Department regarding the crack sealing materials needed for repair of the roads this spring.  The county is going to rubberized oil so will no longer be ordering crack seal materials.  Township will have to make order directly with a 
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cost of about $11,000 to $12,000.  Discussion included sharing a semi load with another township.  Todd would need to order within 30 days to get the price quoted.  There would be no sales tax when purchased by the Township.  Sanquist has space to store supplies as needed.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve Sanquist to order up to $12,000 of crack coating materials.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud has information sheets regarding sign inventory and repairs which he would like filled out in the future.  Files will be set up.

Gary Korsgaden, zoning administrator, presented a yearly summary report.  He stated that going forward he will be taking a picture of each project that a permit is issued for.  Gary also handed out his current report.  He also requested to be part of the road tour to observe signs within the township.
There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
A letter from Thomason, Swanson & Zahn, on behalf of Eric & Jamie Munson, and an email from Attorney Gilchrist was reviewed.  No deposit has been received as of today.  No action will be taken until deposit is received by direction of Attorney Troy Gilchrist.

Goeden made a motion to purchase the table top voting booth, up to a total of 20 units.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The current permit fee schedule was discussed.  Gary Korsgaden asked Board if he should use 1.f. New Commercial Building or Addition regarding solar power permits.  Board agreed.

Johnsrud made note that the Census Report was completed.  Clerk to make copies then mail.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Michelle Lommel, representing Great River Energy, addressed the Board asking that the Township permit the current project locally.   Information was presented regarding what would be required of the township during the process.  They currently plan to have an open house in mid-March or early April to show maps and answer questions from the public.  Their maps may need to be updated regarding the current annexation agreements in place with the City of Park Rapids.  The township would be reimbursed for costs related to project.  If township proceeds the City of Park Rapids and Lake Emma Township would be notified to make sure they would agree with the current project.  The timeline will be emailed to the clerk.  The Board informed Michelle that this issue would be put on the Annual Meeting agenda and information could be presented at that time.  The goal would be to have the permit in place by early May.

Supervisor Goeden excused himself from the meeting at 8:14 p.m.
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A check of $24,826.89 was received from the City of Park Rapids regarding the Township’s portion of taxes due to the orderly annexation.  Monies are to be deposited.
The Public Hearing notice regarding Farrington was presented.  Town Board have no concerns at this time.

Information received from the Land Stewardship Project was reviewed.  This would be a matter that would be responded to as an individual, not Board action.

The Fire Contract with the City of Park Rapids was reviewed.  It was placed on the Annual Meeting  

The draft of the Annual Meeting Agenda was presented.  Number nine “Playground equipment at Heartland Park in Dorset” will be replaced with “Great River Energy”.  DeLaHunt made a motion to accept agenda with this change.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud stated that he had received a petition to adopt a road.  There are five homes on the road.  Road meets township specifications and signs are in place.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept petition to adopt Farm View Drive in Flaming Pine Plat. Schmid seconded.  Johnsrud will check at courthouse to make sure plat is correct.  Motion called and carried.  

 Schmid will call to have Town Hall sewer thawed out before the annual meeting.  There was discussion about possibly covering with straw/hay next year.  
The Township Association meeting held at Straight River was attended by Schmid, Nasser, Johnsrud and Goeden.  Information was shared.

There was no Planning Commission Meeting, therefore no report.
