The meeting was called to order by Clerk Deb Anderson at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are completed the recording will be deleted.

The clerk accepted nominations for moderator.  Motion was made that Duane Goeden act as moderator. Motion seconded. Clerk then asked for any other nominations from the floor three times.  No other nominations made.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Agenda was accepted as presented.

Gary Nasser made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Annual Meeting minutes dated March 10, 2015, and August 13, 2015.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.  Minutes accepted as presented.

Russell Johnsrud made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Board of Audit minutes dated February 11, 2016, and to accept them as presented.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Treasurer’s report was presented in printed form.  Dave DeLaHunt made a motion to dispense of the reading line by line and to accept as presented.  Dacle Schmid Jr. seconded. It was asked if there were any questions. Motion called and carried.  All in favor. 

The recommendation by the Board of Audit is to leave the current levy of $200,000 for Road and Bridge and $200,000 for the General Fund.  Gary Nasser made a motion to accept the recommendation.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Russell Johnsrud, as Road Supervisor, shared that the township maintains 45 miles of road, replacing signs as needed, snow plowing, asphalt, crack filling, weed control, mowing, spraying, and rebuilding portions of roads as needed to bring them up to safety standard.  The township enters into a contract with Hubbard County for chloride as needed.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

The road report was presented in printed form and the Road and Bridge Fund detail is found in the Treasurer’s Report under Section 2. A full itemized road report is available upon request.   

Gary Korsgaden, zoning administrator, gave a verbal update regarding issues this last year.  He commented that he is the first zoning administrator with the updated zone ordinance in place.  There have been a few issues in clarification.  

Two conditional use permits were granted: Dally Dog Kennel and the Great River Energy project.
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Dave DeLaHunt made a motion to recommend the town board approve the current fire contract with the City of Park Rapids with the cost of $32,697.52 for the period of April 1, 2016, to March 31, 2017.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.   Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

The donation request list was reviewed.  Moderator Duane Goeden then opened the floor to those who would like to speak on behalf of donation requests received.

Connie Carmichael shared information regarding Living at Home, requesting a donation of $600.

Jeff Mosner shared information regarding the Park Rapids Area Library, requesting a donation of $750.

John Lutz shared information regarding the Headwaters Animal Shelter, requesting a donation of $200.

Maria Pretzer shared information regarding Kinship, requesting a donation of $500, stating it met donation requirements under guideline 365.10, sub 14.

Galen Johnson shared information regarding the Boulder Lake/Long Lake Associations requesting a donation of $2,000.  These monies would be to the Hubbard County SWCD for the Aquatic Invasive Species watercraft inspection program.  Hubbard County will now be overseeing this program. 

Mike Ridlon shared information regarding Hubbard First Response & Rescue, requesting a donation of $2,500.  He stated that this organization consists of all volunteers with about 25 current members, answering 520 calls this year.

Gary Korsgaden stated that he would like the Board to consider the request from the Headwaters Humane Society.  He noted that the sheriff department drops off animals that the Humane Society must take care of with no compensation from the County.

Clerk asks that all donation requests be submitted on the form found on the website for all future requests, including a certificate of insurance.  Russell Johnsrud asked that the Minnesota Statue that qualifies the donation request also be included.

O’Dean Hokanson made a motion that the donation requests be sent to the Board of Supervisors for consideration.  Jeff Mosner seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Dacle Schmid Jr. made a motion to have Frank Kruft continue as caretaker/custodian of the cemetery with $599 to be paid to him for services.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.   Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to leave the gopher bounty at $1.50.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion was called and carried.  All in favor.
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Russell Johnsrud made a motion to pay up to $5,000 for spraying of noxious weeds.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.   Motion was called and carried.  All in favor.

Sherry Sanquist asked that Field View Trail (off of Farmland Trail) be adopted by the Township.  She feels the road meets all specifications.  Sherry Sanquist made a motion to recommend to the Board to consider Field View Trail be adopted by the Township.  Jim Berge seconded.  It was stated that the density requirements could be waived by making this motion at the Annual Meeting.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Korsgaden addressed the public access that Henrietta Township oversees, specifically located on Long Lake.  Clarification was made as to where each of the four public access were located and what maintenance would be done.

Gary Nasser made a motion that the 2017 Annual Meeting be the second Tuesday of March (March 14, 2017) at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Dave DeLaHunt gave an update on the annexation amendment in process with the City of Park Rapids.  Under the current amendment three properties, identified on the map on the wall, will be extended to the date of January 1, 2027, before annexation to the City of Park Rapids.  

Russell Johnsrud. made a motion to continue Annual Meeting to August 11, 2016, at 6:30 p.m.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to recess meeting. Jeff Mosner seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Meeting recessed at 8:05 p.m.
