Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                    Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of February 9, 2016, with corrected date at heading.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the Minutes of February 11, 2016, with the change from “gravel” to “sand”.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Johnsrud made a motion to accept report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda with addition of #10 to New Business regarding Boy Scout town rental.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Roads were snowplowed and sanded as needed.  Johnsrud and Ralph looked at 189th Avenue and 210th Street where the ditches have been torn up due to snowmobile and/or four wheeler activity.  The sheriff’s office has been notified.

Johnsrud stated that Todd Sanquist needs eight more pallets of crack seal for this spring.  Ralph states that if there is any unused it can be stored in their shop.  Schmid made a motion to allow Todd to order 8 pallets not to exceed $8000.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Discussion was held in regards of work needed on 169th Avenue and 210th Street.  Johnsrud has talked with the County regarding the possibility of piggy backing off their contract if County Road 4 is approved by the County for new pavement.
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DeLaHunt made a motion to authorize Henrietta Township to piggyback on the Hubbard County bidding process up to $400,000, as long as we may reject all or part of the piggyback.  The work to include mill and overlay from 170th Street North to 107 on 169th Avenue, from 170th Street to 6 on 169th Avenue would be new pavement, and new pavement on 210th Street from County 4 to        County 112.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Gary Korsgaden presented his zoning administrator report.  He was reminded to talk with the residents living on the Peterka Commercial property.  He is to find out their plans for the future of the junk yard with discussion of the requirements of a current license and insurance.
Johnsrud had a sample of the water at the town hall tested.  Water was found to fall within normal guidelines.

OLD BUSINESS
All papers have been filed regarding the fourth annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids by Kennedy & Graven with the Office of Administrative Hearings.  

March 21st will be the next Township Association meeting at Lake Hart Township with by-laws being voted on at that time.

Johnsrud presented an estimate from Randy Avenson regarding the repair of the outside lights.  Nasser made a motion to have the work done as stated on estimate.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Johnsrud will contact Avenson Election for work to proceed.

NEW BUSINESS
Johnsrud made a motion to accept the contract with Sanquist Construction as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to table the adoption of Field View Trail to next regular scheduled meeting.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to accept the contract with Hubbard County DAC as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to accept the Fire Contract with the City of Park Rapids as presented.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
DeLaHunt made a motion to approve all the donation requests shown in bold on spreadsheet with the addition of $200 to the Headwater Animal Shelter and $500 to Kinship, exception to bold being Long Lake Association.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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For the record the above motion includes:  Living at Home in the amount of $600 (#365.10 sub 14), Park Rapids Area Library in the amount of $750 (#134.12, sub 2), Headwaters Animal Shelter in the amount of $200 (#18.022), Hubbard County Historical Society in the amount of $200 (#138.053), Support Within Reach in the amount of $250 (#365.10, sub14), Kinship in the amount of $500 (#365.10, sub 14), and Hubbard Frist Response & Rescue in the amount of       $2,500 (actual contract of services).
Goeden shared information regarding conflict of interest in entering a contract with Hubbard County regarding AIS with two current supervisors employed for inspections.  The two supervisors would have to abstain from voting.  The Board was in agreement.

DeLaHunt made a motion to enter into a contract with Hubbard County for extra hours of AIS inspections in 2016 in the amount of $1000.  Goeden seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion called with Schmid, Nasser and Johnsrud abstaining from vote.  Motion carried.  Goeden will make contact with Hubbard County for a contract to be presented at the next meeting for signatures.

Schmid volunteered to be the contact for the flag as needed for ½ staff and other situations. 

Supervisors will do some general upkeep to the town hall building as needed.

There will be an Environmental Services meeting on March 28, 2016, at 6:00 p.m. to include the variance application by Keith and Patty Jo Viere with properties within Henrietta Township.

Bank statements, bank deposits, and cancelled checks from 02/24/1964-01/27/1979 were audited by the Board.  The election poll list from 08/30/2000 was audited.  DeLaHunt made a motion to authorize the destruction of the audited items.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to waive the rental fee and approve the use of the Town Hall if requested by the Boy Scouts for their annual overnight.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
