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The meeting was called to order by Clerk Deb Anderson at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are completed the recording will be deleted.

The clerk accepted nominations for moderator.  Dacle Schmid Jr. made a motion that Duane Goeden act as moderator.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Clerk then asked for any other nominations from the floor three times.  No other nominations made.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Agenda was accepted as presented.

Gary Nasser made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Annual Meeting minutes dated March 12, 2013, and August 8, 2013.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Dacle Schmid Jr. made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Board of Audit minutes dated February 19, 2014, and to accept them as presented. Judy Nelson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Treasurer Tina Melott presented treasurer’s report in printed form.  Russell Johnsrud made a motion to dispense of the reading line by line.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.  It was asked if there were any questions.  Discussion followed.  Dacle Schmid Jr. made a motion to accept treasurer report as presented.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

The recommendation by the Board of Audit is to leave the current levy of $200,000 for Road and Bridge and $200,000 for the General Fund.  Russell Johnsrud made a motion to accept the levy.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Snow removal and road project costs were discussed.  It was noted that totals presented were within the budget amounts.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

The road report was presented from the minutes of June 13, 2013, road tour.  Russell Johnsrud, road supervisor, stated that the cost of chloride has gone up this year, about 21-22 percent per mile of road.  No current road concerns were voiced at this time.

O’Dean Hokanson shared information from the Planning Commission.  There were no meetings during the winter months as there was no activity to discuss.  Gary Korsgaden, zoning administrator, commented that there was very little activity this winter but has had several inquiries regarding building permits in the spring.
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Gary Korsgaden made a motion to recommend the town board approve the current fire contract with the City of Park Rapids with the cost of $27,482.83 for the period of April 1, 2014, to March 31, 2015.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Judy Nelson commended Dave DeLaHunt for all his work to get the first fire contract completed with the City of Park Rapids.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Moderator Duane Goeden then opened the floor to those who would like to speak on behalf of donation requests received.

Clerk noted that completed forms have been received from Hubbard First Response and Rescue, therefore on the donation request list that was distributed,  please move their request from “general request” to “completed forms request”.

Jeff Mosner shared information regarding Living At Home, requesting a donation of $600.

Jeff Mosner then shared information regarding the Park Rapids Area Library, requesting a donation of $700.

Don Haagenson and Darrell Gruis shared information regarding the Marine Corps League, requesting a donation of $250.  

Rhoda Jackson shared information regarding Headwaters Center for Lifelong Learning, requesting a donation of $500.
	
Bill Cowman shared information regarding the Long Lake Association with Lynn Berry representing the Boulder Lake Association.  They are requesting a donation of $2,000 to the Hubbard County SWCD for the Aquatic Invasive Species watercraft inspection program.  This would be dispersed in the amount of $600 regarding Boulder Lake and $1400 regarding Long Lake.  Dacle Schmid Jr. clarified that inspectors were paid only ten dollars per hour rather than the fifteen dollars previously stated by Cowman.  Inspections run from May 1 to October 1 from 5:30 a.m. to 9:30 p.m., with the peak of the season being July.  It was stated that there is now more consistency in the inspections as they have a hired position to oversee the program.

Mike Ridlon shared information regarding the Hubbard First Response and Rescue, requesting that the same amount donated the previous year be donated this year.  

Clerk encouraged all organizations to go to the Henrietta Township Website to print off the donation form that is required by the township to consider donation requests.  This will save them time in completing the forms next year.

Gary Nasser made a motion that the donation requests be sent to the Board of Supervisors for consideration.  Judy Nelson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All were in favor.
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A clarification was made between a donation and a contract.  The fact that donation requests must meet strict Minnesota Statues was discussed.  The Board of Supervisors must make sure each approved donation request fits into these guidelines.

Clerk clarified that a 1099 Misc. Form must be sent to each person that the township pays $600 or more each year.  A W-9 needs to be completed before monies should be dispersed.  

Russ Johnsrud made a motion to approve $600 be paid to Frank Kruft as cemetery director.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to leave the gopher bounty at $1.50.  Darrell Gruis seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Russell Johnsrud reported that about $3,000 was spent last year in the spraying of noxious weeds.  He has actually inventoried troubled areas the last couple of years.  He made a motion to pay up to $5,000 for spraying of Spotted Knapweed and other noxious weeds.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.  Russell Johnsrud asked that if a resident sees an area of trouble please contact him.  

Dacle Schmid Jr. stated that the Dorset Business Association is proceeding with a grant application regarding playground equipment for a park in Dorset.  Insurance is still an issue.

Moderator Duane Goeden presented a request from Mike Sharkey, Dakota Shores, for the township to adopt Denver Drive/Denver Lane.  Ralph Sanquist has certified that the road meets all the township road specifications.  It does not qualify under the current Henrietta Township Road Policy because it has only one resident at this time.  Dave DeLaHunt made a motion to adopt Denver Drive/Denver Lane.  Gary Nasser seconded.  It was asked from the floor why the township would take on this responsibility.  It was stated that this road is only three tenths of a mile long and that a school bus would be traveling this road.  Motion called and carried.  Opposed were heard.  Moderator then called for a show of hands vote from only residents of Henrietta Township. Count show: eleven in favor, two opposed.  Motion carried.

Gary Korsgaden presented the Board with information regarding AIS.  He stated that the claim of property value reduction is invalid.  He asked the Board to review the information presented at a later date.  

Russell Johnsrud made a motion that the 2015 Annual Meeting be the second Tuesday of March (March 10, 2015) at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Russell Johnsrud presented a proposed annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.    Background information regarding the process was discussed.  A map was shown with designated areas being marked that would stay within the City of Park Rapids and the areas that

would be given back to Henrietta Township.  It was stated that all the areas presented at this time are still under the City of Park Rapids Zoning Regulations.  It was stated that there are many trailer homes in area #2 which do not conform to city zoning and therefore they are unable to obtain permits from the city for repairs needed.  Judy Nelson made a motion that the Board proceed with a resolution to the City of Park Rapids to continue with an amendment of the annexation agreement.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  No opposition. Dave DeLaHunt abstained from vote.

Russell Johnsrud made an amendment to his previous motion stating that he would like to recommend the proposed levy to the Board, not approve the levy.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to continue the annual meeting until August 14, 2014, at 6:30 p.m.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to recess meeting.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.  

Meeting recessed at  8:45 p.m.
