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The meeting was called to order by Clerk Deb Anderson at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are completed the recording will be deleted.

The clerk accepted nominations for moderator.  Dacle Schmid Jr. made a motion that Duane Goeden act as moderator.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.  Clerk then asked for any other nominations from the floor three times.  No other nominations made.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Agenda was presented.  Ed DeLaHunt asked that #14 (Orderly Annexation Report) be moved forward on the agenda.  There was no objection.  Moderator announced that #14 (Orderly Annexation Report) and #2 (Road Report) on agenda would be exchanged.

Gary Nasser made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Annual Meeting minutes dated March 13, 2012, and August 16, 2012, as minutes were provided in written form.                   Dacle Schmid Jr. seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Ed DeLaHunt made a motion to dispense of the reading of the Board of Audit minutes dated February 7, 2013, as minutes were provided in written form.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried. All in favor.

Deputy Treasurer Janet Gruis presented written treasurer report.  Gary Nasser made a motion to dispense of the reading line by line.  Dacle Schmid Jr. seconded.  Motion called and carried. All in favor.  Janet asked for any questions regarding the front page which summarized all transactions from the previous year.  She asked for questions regarding each fund.  Dacle  Schmid Jr. made a motion to accept treasurer report as presented.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

The recommendation by the Board of Audit is to leave the current levy of $200,000 for Road and Bridge and $200,000 for the General Fund.  Russell Johnsrud made a motion to accept this recommendation for the 2013-2014 levy budget.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Dave DeLaHunt reported on the orderly annexation.  He reports that there was an amendment accepted by both parties to extend the date of annexation of some parcels from 2012 to 2017.  He reports that he has had numerous contacts regarding seeking an amendment to the annexation to not include further parcels within the original annexation agreement.  The supervisors are seeking direction from the landowners regarding this issue.  Dave DeLaHunt presented background information regarding the original annexation and the steps that would be needed to 
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proceed with an amendment.   Russell Johnsrud clarified that the city zoning ordinance and the township ordinance do not mesh perfectly.  Right now all landowners within this annexation agreement must comply with the City of Park Rapids zoning ordinance.

Ed DeLaHunt shared information regarding additional costs that would be passed to the landowner when annexed to the City of Park Rapids.  He feels that this annexation would serve no purpose at this time.

Russell Johnsrud shared information regarding tax forfeiture properties located within the City of Park Rapids.

Ed DeLaHunt made a motion that the Board of Supervisors proceed with an amendment to the annexation to stop all further annexation to the City of Park Rapids.   Gary Nasser seconded.  Discussion ensued.  Eugene Anderson voiced that he did not want to be in city limits.  Many of the landowners in his area also share this opinion.  It is the feeling that the city zoning ordinance should not be forced upon those living in this area as the city zoning ordinance is not adaptable to the landowner’s needs.  Russell Johnsrud shared that the city ordinance will not allow mobile home upgrades as it requires a module home or stick built homes to replace mobile homes.  The area involved has much undeveloped land that would make no sense to annex into the city.  Dacle Schmid Jr. asked that a letter be mailed to each landowner informing them of the intent of this motion.  The original annexation agreement states that there will be a yearly meeting between the City of Park Rapids and Henrietta Township.  It would be at this meeting that this motion would be acted on.  EdDeLaHunt asked that the question be called.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

O’Dean Hokanson shared information from the Planning Commission.  At this time the Planning Commission is working on the Pickett Landfill per request of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency.  Russell Johnsrud shared that they are now in the process of adding information to the zoning ordinance to include an overlay district.  A public hearing would be held before any changes would be made to the zoning ordinance.

Dave DeLaHunt explained that the City is using a depreciation schedule in calculating the amount due from the township regarding the fire contract.  The number of calls in medical, fire, cars, false alarms, and etc. are also used in the calculated amount due.  Gary Nasser made a motion to accept the Fire Contract with the City of Park Rapids in the amount of $29,042.06.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Moderator Duane Goeden shared information regarding donation request requirements.

John Rasmussen shared information regarding Living At Home, requesting a donation of $600.  

Jeff Mosner shared information regarding the Park Rapids Library, requesting a donation of $929 which is $1 per Henrietta Township library card holder.

Don Haagenson and Darrell Gruis shared information regarding the Marine Corps League, requesting a donation of $250.

Bruce Johnson shared information regarding the Itasca Moraine Chapter, requesting a donation of $300.

Galen Johnson shared information regarding the Long Lake Association, requesting a donation of $2,000.  Gary Korsgaden voiced concern about how much inspectors can lawfully inspect.  He asked that each inspector be consistent at each inspecting point.

Mark Hellkamp shared information regarding the Hubbard First Response, requesting a donation.  

Kathy Medellin shared information regarding the Headwaters Center for Lifelong Learning, requesting a donation of $300.

Russell Johnsrud made a motion that the donation requests be sent to the Board of Supervisors for consideration.  Bruce Johnson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser reported that the “Sentence to Serve” program, under direction from the Board of Supervisors, cleaned and painted poles as needed.  Dacle Schmid Jr. stated that Mike McMorrow is being paid by the township to cut the grass at the cemetery.  Russell Johnsrud made a motion to approve $600 be paid to Frank Kruft as cemetery director.  Gary Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to leave the gopher bounty at $1.50.  Russell Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Russell Johnsrud made a motion to pay up to $5,000 for spraying of Spotted Knapweed and other noxious weeds.  Dacle Schmid Jr. seconded.  Emmett Lingle voiced concern that there was no spraying done last year.  Russell Johnsurd stated that the county had not done any spraying last year.  It was then voiced that maybe the township should look into a private sprayer.  A licensed sprayer would have to be contracted.  The need to spray the whole right of way twice a year was voiced.  Motion was called and carried.  All in favor.

Dacle Schmid Jr. shared that all the playground equipment in the Dorset Heartland Park has been removed by the DNR.  The Dorset Business Association has shown interest in replacing the equipment in the park.  The possibility of grants and/or legacy monies being obtained was voiced.  The township could only give $5,000 yearly for a project of this kind. No action was taken at this time.

There was no miscellaneous business presented from the public attending.
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The road report was presented by Russell Johnsrud, the road supervisor.  He reported that about seven miles of seal coating was done this past year.  This coming year more roads will be coated, those to be decided after the annual road tour and meeting.  A petition from Dogwood Road to be paved was approved with landowners paying an assessment towards the cost.  Two other projects being looked at are work on Estate Drive and the Boulder Lake Access road.  Snow removal was a big issue this year.  Question asked regarding how has the chip worked?  Reply of we will know this spring.  We have been told that there is a good base and it should hold up well.  It is estimated that one mile of pavement would equal about seven miles of chip in cost.  

Bruce Johnson would like to talk with anyone interested regarding the North Country Trail after the meeting.

Russell Johnsrud made a motion that the 2014 Annual Meeting be the second Tuesday of March (March 11, 2014) at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to continue this annual meeting to August 8, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. at the town hall.  O’Dean Hokanson seconded.  Motion called and carried.  All in favor.

Gary Nasser made a motion to recess to August 8, 2013, at 6:30 p.m.  Dave DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Meeting recessed at 8:37 p.m.
