Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                    Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of April 14, 2016.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The Road Tour minutes from April 22, 2016 were tabled to next regular meeting, to then include the Continued Road Tour minutes.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer report. Nasser made a motion to accept report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

A correction to coding was addressed where building permit income should be moved from the general account to the planning and zoning account.

Goeden made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud requested to add #7 under old business as “Deer Drive Public Access”.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda with addition.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
The road report was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Roads were bladed.  Crack filling of the roads were completed with the exception of 169th Avenue.  Brush has been removed from the road right of way on various roads as directed.  The shoulders on 209th Avenue south of Highway 34 were pulled with the ditch being cut as needed.  There is a little more work on 209th Avenue to be completed by the Jerry Avenson residence.   The washout on 189th Avenue has been fixed.
DeLaHunt made a motion to add Eagle Bend Road and Enchanted Drive to the list of roads to receive chloride.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Discussion was held regarding the estimated cost to fix two large dips on Dakota Shores Drive north of the Keith Gulbranson residence.  The rock and concrete is dropping, causing a sink hole.  
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The Board directed Sanquist to put gravel in the dip temporarily until it can get fixed properly by actually taking out part of the road and fixing from underneath up.  Sanquist should prepare an estimate for completion of this project at the June meeting.

Johnsrud stated that the bid for the tar work of 169th Avenue and 210th Street came in at the cost of $234,974.11 (which is at $31 per ton) by Central Specialty.   It was suggested that 169th Avenue have the slope brought up from 6% to 4%, which may cost an additional estimated $20,000.  At this total estimated cost it would still allow possible work to be done on 170th Street within the proposed amount previously approved by the Board.  The dips on 170th Street would have to be fixed prior to any further tar work.  Ralph felt there would be time to have work completed before the estimated start date of July 18th that was given.
Goeden made a motion to accept the bid from Central Specialty on 169th Avenue and 210th Street with the added improvement on 169th Avenue to the 4% grade, with the addition of 170th Street West overlay, to authorize Sanquist to prep the dips on 170th Street before the overlay, if accepted, and to authorize Johnsrud to sign the contracts for the township.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud stated that he had talked with Paul Bunyan regarding road work to be done on Dayspring Drive.  They will have work completed by their contractor or by Sanquist Construction; either would be at their expense.

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  He commented that the race track previously discussed is put on hold for one year.  He will check into the building that has been brought in behind Meadowbrook in Dorset.  

OLD BUSINESS
There was nothing new to update regarding the annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.
No further information was received from the new owners of Peterka Scrap Yard regarding license and insurance.  Gary Korsgaden will follow-up.

The possible adoption of Field View Trail (off of Farmland Trail) was tabled to next meeting.

The information was received from Hubbard County regarding AIS.  Check is being prepared at tonight’s meeting.
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A draft of an updated “Donation Request Form” was reviewed.  DeLaHunt suggested one change in wording and placement.  Goeden made a motion to accept with this change.  Johnsrud seconded.  Discussion included direction to the clerk that organizations will now be directed to the website to get the donation request form and all information needs to be submitted to be considered.  
Johnsrud stated that he had talked with Kevin Lindow to find out that the survey for the township of the public access area located off of Deer Drive is next to be done.  It will be double pinned for permanent marking of the survey points.  

NEW BUSINESS
The clerk read an email received from Brad and Ginny Rutter regarding the public access located off of Dakota Shores Drive.  This is a shared public access with Hubbard Township.  Johnsrud will find out how much a permit would cost to fix the dugout and retaining wall in the shoreline area.  Sanquist will get an estimate of the quantity of fill that would be needed to get access back to the natural slope with steps to be removed, with an estimate for work to be done for each Henrietta Township and Hubbard Township.  Chairman DeLaHunt will contact the Chairman of Hubbard Township regarding this proposed project.  The clerk was directed to email Rutter’s to let them know the issue is being addressed and estimates will be presented at the next regular meeting scheduled for June 9, 2016.
The clerk presented current information regarding this election year.  The Board agreed that voting time and polling place would be the same as previous years (Henrietta Town Hall from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.) 

Schmid made a motion to reimburse election judges a total of $60 to complete training, to include any costs that may be incurred regarding on-line training.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to submit a rebate form, included a completed W-9 form, to Energy Insight regarding the recent lighting project completed by Avenson Electric, Inc.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
DeLaHunt made a motion for clerk to purchase supplies and ten dozen cookies for the Hubbard County Township Association meeting to be held at Henrietta Town Hall this Monday, May 16.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
