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Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Gary Nasser, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden,  Ralph Sanquist, Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The continued meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 6:35 p.m.   

Johnsrud made a recommendation that the following be sprayed for weeds this spring:  Early Bird Drive (107th to Highway 34), 209th from the intersection of 200th to Eden Drive, Fairway Drive and Farm View Drive.  Sanquist asked about the possibility of spraying 159th Avenue (north of 81). Johnsrud will go look at this area.  Sanquist will personally spray his land around the gravel pits.

Correction to be made on road tour spreadsheet regarding information listed on 189th Avenue should be up one line to 175th Avenue N, 209th Avenue S should be up one line to 189th Avenue.

Johnsrud made a motion to move ahead with all general repair and maintenance per the road tour spreadsheet of April 27, 2015.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist will get an estimate regarding re-build work needed on 189th Avenue from the Heartland Trail to South 81(1/2 mile) to the next regular June board meeting.

Johnsrud made a motion to pull shoulders as needed on 164th  Street and 173rd  Avenue.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to contract with Hubbard County to stripe roads:  170th from County Road 6 to Hafner’s Greenhouse and 169th Avenue from Hafner’s Greenhouse north to 107.  Goeden seconded.  Discussion was held regarding Dakota Shores (160th) and Dogwood Road.  Dakota Shores was added to the original motion.  Motion called and carried.  

Chloride will be about 27.55 a mile this year.  Clerk has list that was compiled for last year.  Cross off Fajita Loop from this list.  

A price list was received from Pearson Brothers with a minimum of three miles of work required this year.  Discussion was held regarding tar and chip versus tar, the cost of each, and the length of duration of the road.   There was discussion regarding what should be done on 210th Street.   No decision made at this time.

Discussion regarding an assessment to landowner’s regarding an upgrade of the road was held.  No decision made at this time.
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Johnsrud made a motion to chloride all the roads, as listed from 2014, except 210th Street and Fajita Loop.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to adjourn.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:02 p.m.
