Attendance:  David DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Gary Nasser, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott,                    Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Road Tour Minutes of April 22, 2016, and the Continued Road Tour Minutes of May 12, 2016.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Minutes of May 12, 2016, with one clarification.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the Treasurer Report. Nasser made a motion to accept report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Schmid stated that Iron Horse was not charging for their bus that was used for the road tour.  The Township paid for the gas tank to be filled before it was returned.  Goeden made a motion to give Iron Horse $60 for use of the bus.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt requested to add #8 under new business as “air conditioning for town hall”.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda with addition.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Roads were bladed.  The temporary fix on Dakota Beach Road was done as directed.  Brush was mowed in the road right of way.  Work done on 209th Avenue included rock picked, ditch seeded and dragged.  Rocks were picked up and the trees were cut down as directed on Friendly Bay Drive with stumps being dug up and removed.   A load of class one was put down.  The bad spots on 169th Avenue were repaired in preparation of resurface.  210th Street was graded and preparation work done for asphalt, including a lift of gravel. Current work is being done on 170th Street preparing for resurface.
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Johnsrud made a motion to accept the add on of 170th Street for bituminous overlay to be done by Central Specialties. Sanquist Construction will complete the shoulder work on 170th Street and Central Specialties will do the shoulder work on 210th Street.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud stated that Straight River Township received 18 tubs of crack seal from the Henrietta Township order.  Todd Sanquist will be asked to follow up on the billing to Straight River Township at the price that was paid by Henrietta Township, with monies to be deposited back to Henrietta Township.

Johnsrud had a request from Bob Hensel’s son-in-law to chloride just past their driveway to Highway 112, about 1,400 to 1,500 feet.  There is a lot of traffic due to the berry farm.  Schmid made a motion to chloride 189th Street, as requested, to Highway 112.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Johnsrud will notify the County to do.

Gary Korsgaden presented the Zoning Administrator Report.  There is concern over the Peterka Salvage Yard business.  No license, permit, and insurance have been received by the Township at this time.  The Board directed Gary K to contact the County regarding this issue.
Gary K stated that Central Specialties had their permit to work in place May 30 and that they are also willing to do private driveways.  Meadowbrook is in the process of obtaining a permit for an additional building being used for their business.  

There was nothing new to update regarding the annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.

DeLaHunt made a motion to table the adoption of Field View Trail.  Schmid seconded.  Johnsrud will pencil in description and information needed on a draft of a resolution.  Motion called and carried.

Clerk read minutes from last meeting regarding the public access located off of Dakota Shores Drive.  “Johnsrud will find out how much a permit would cost to fix the dugout and retaining wall in the shoreline area.  Sanquist will get an estimate of the quantity of fill that would be needed to get access back to the natural slope with steps to be removed, with an estimate for work to be done for each Henrietta Township and Hubbard Township.”  Chairman DeLaHunt has contacted the Chairman of Hubbard Township regarding this proposed project.  Information, as stated above, to be presented at next regular meeting.

The survey work is not done regarding the access on Deer Drive.

The 2016 MAT Summer Short Course was discussed with registration to be done on-line by the clerk.
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MN Association of Townships membership cards were distributed to Board Members.  The Township email has been registered with MN Association of Townships to receive future notifications.

The clerk has completed the on-line 2017 Census of Government.

The Long Lake Area Association correspondence was reviewed.  State Demographic information was presented.
