Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting of June 30, 2014, and Continuation of July 10, 2014.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of July 10, 2014, as amended.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Schmid made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Nasser made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud added Nitrate Study Test Results as #4 in New Business.  Goeden made a motion to accept agenda with addition.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist presented the road report.  Township roads were bladed as needed and shoulders were pulled on 170th Street, Cliff Road.  The trees were cut from the road right of way on 189th Avenue by the Heartland Trail.  Four way stop signs and stop ahead signs were replaced as needed.  The culvert on 219th Avenue by Hellkamp Creek was cleaned.  The materials for Pearson’s is being stored at the shop, work to be done in the near future.  The blacktop hole by Body Shop was fixed with ground asphalt.
Johnsrud stated that he had called four game wardens asking for a shooting permit for the beaver causing the problem by Hellkamp Creek.  After talking with DeLaHunt it was decided to obtain a trapper permit.  DeLaHunt made a motion to pay Scott Muhm $50 per tail as beaver is trapped by Hellkamp Creek.  Nasser seconded.  There was a clarification of the motion stating that this is located on 219th Avenue.  Motion called and carried.
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Ralph was asked to evaluate whether class five should be put on 170th Street, Cliff Road, as there are complaints that the ground is powder dry and dusty.
Johnsrud stated that the Dorset Business Owners wanted to move a Dead End Sign located on Fajita Loop.  It was felt there was no point to having this sign so it was removed.  Discussion took place regarding whether there would be a liability issue if a vehicle hit the barricades.  Schmid made a motion that the Board approve whatever the road supervisor recommends on this issue.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud contacted Hubbard County regarding a sign down on 159th Avenue.

The Zoning Administrator Report was presented by Gary Korsgaden.  He asked for a ten day response time to permit requests.  Board agreed that this time period was reasonable.  Schmid stated he would like to see the public being informed about the zoning ordinance regarding the placement of signs.  Several ideas were discussed.  Gary K was directed to place a letter, sticker, or other means of this communication on signs that do not comply with the zoning ordinance.
During Public Comment Vern Massie introduced himself as a candidate running for District One Commissioner.  If elected, he stated that he intends to make himself available at the township level.
OLD BUSINESS
Mark A. Peterson and Penny S. Vikre thanked the Board for accepting them to fill the assessor position.  The billing procedure was discussed.  The Board directed them to bill whenever they would like, even as soon as September and again in December.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept the contract as written.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Contract was signed by all parties and key was given to them to the town hall.
The Quick Claim Deed with Sharkey has been recorded and a copy mailed to them.  Mike Sharkey was present to discuss the winter access, half which is in Hubbard Township and half in Henrietta Township.  Johnsrud would like to see a letter written from the town board.  Ralph will start brushing a little in this area.  Johnsrud will draft a letter to be presented at the next meeting.  The Board extended a thank you to Sharkey for this donation of land.

Gary Korsgaden has purchased a drop box to be installed at the Town Hall.  It was decided to place between the two posts under the sign board.

Johnsrud has talked with Keven Lindow regarding Deer View Road.  Two maps were found that tie to the options that were given in 1999.  Schmid made a motion to share all information with Kevin Lindow.  Goeden seconded.  Discussion that sharing this information would save the township money for the current work needed. Options dated August 12, 1999, were revisited.   It was felt at that time that the road was not really where it belonged.  Motion called and carried.  
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Lindow will use this information to give the Board an estimate for survey work needed to clarify this issue.  Arrow also gave an estimate.
Schmid stated that he received a complaint regarding Peterka Junk Yard was operating heavy machinery, crushing, at 1:00 a.m.  Land owner also made a call to the sheriff at that time.  Schmid talked with Peterka crew regarding this issue.  

NEW BUSINESS:  
The Minnesota Revenue 2015 Certified Township Aid amount granted is $2,729.00.
The Board reviewed the Hubbard County Soil & Water Inspection Summary.  It was stated that there is a power wash available, free of charge, located near the Hubbard County Transfer Station.

Repair and maintenance issues were discussed.  Nasser will talk with the DAC regarding the cleaning of the windows.  The water filter was changed.  A broken door handle will be left as is because it is not affecting the use of the door.  The computer being found on was most likely the result of a power surge from the recent storm.  
Treasurer Tina asked that the computer be replaced sooner than the first of the year as it is not working efficiently.  The new CTAS program will require an upgrade and therefore would like it to be done sooner than later.  Goeden made a motion authorizing DeLaHunt to purchase computer adequate to handle the new CTAS program.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud shared information regarding the Nitrate Study Test Results.  Hubbard County will provide, on a monthly basis, a free test for nitrates.  There will be more information to follow.  The test results will be posted at the town hall.  When a schedule is available it will also be posted at the town hall.

Johnsrud stated that the Hubbard County Township Association dues may be drastically cut as there is a large amount of monies on hand right now.  State Representative Roger Erickson was also in attendance.
It was clarified that an appointed position on the township board would not have to be a township resident.
