Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Janet Gruis, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of September 11, 2014.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Deputy Treasurer Gruis presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve treasurer’s report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Clerk stated that the $50 difference between Treasurer Books and Clerk Books was found within Treasurer’s June records. Updated reports for June, July, and August are available.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud added #10 to agenda for a report of the Township Association Meeting.  Goeden made a motion to accept the agenda with this addition.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Gravel roads were bladed as needed.  The edges of Cliff Road/170th Street were finished.  A concerned citizen called regarding this work.  The sod was also taken care of.  Next week work will start to fix holes on various roads with tar.  The rocks on Electron Drive that were sticking out were removed.
Johnsrud looked at Dogwood Road where the REA equipment had cut into the new tar, about a square yard area.  Ralph will fix and the REA will reimburse for these repairs.

Gary Korsgaden presented a written and oral report.  He questioned the board for the fee of installation of solar panels and how it would fit into the township’s current fee schedule.  Board will consider this issue when the fee schedule is reviewed in January.
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OLD BUSINESS
Kennedy & Graven replied to DeLaHunt that there is no need to record the annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.  It will be taken care of during the normal legal proceedings.
Johnsrud met with Sarah Swanson, Legal Counsel, regarding the public access located at Dakota Shores off the end of 160th Street.  Legal work to update the deed is in process.  
Mike Starkey stated that” property bordering this public access was sold by Thorndycraft, purchased by Brad Rutter.”  In Sharkey’s opinion “Rutter does not want this public access to be open.  Rutter has talked with the DNR, county, and etc.  He currently has parked his vehicle, boat, trailer, and etc. to block the public access.  Land owner cut down trees, then put brush and debris in the way.  Neighbors cleaned up this brush pile and debris.  There are existing stakes visible at the site.”  Starkey’s are asking that the legal work proceed.  
Sheriff Cory Aukes was present at meeting.  He is willing to meet with DeLaHunt and Johnsrud to view the area in question.  There are 33 feet in Hubbard Township and 17 feet in Henrietta Township in question.  DeLaHunt will talk with Hubbard Township regarding this issue.  Starkey expressed a thank you to the Board for their help in clarifying this issue.
Johnsrud is working with Ralph Sanquist regarding a resolution to establish a snow and ice removal policy.  Roads will not be prioritized except as law enforcement would request.  The roads are plowed in a reasonable order with as little back tracking as possible to be time efficient.  This is tabled to the next meeting.

Clerk reported on the CTAS training which Treasurer, Deputy Treasurer and Clerk attended at Helga Town Hall presented by the State of Minnesota.  Each township is authorized to download the new program to computers within their township as needed.  The new claim form summary will have a line for each supervisor to sign.  New program should be available the first week of November.  DeLaHunt will set up the new computer so it will be ready to install new program when it is available.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Johnsrud will complete and submit the 2014 Mileage Certification Information by October 27, 2014.  Copy will be made to be filed at the town hall.  Clerk records show that Denver Drive/Lane was added in 2014.  Also Johnsrud will note that chloride is wanted earlier in the spring than what it was received this year.  Blacktop may be needed where gravel roads meet tar roads as there are some washboard areas.  Johnsrud reported that culverts on 210th Street and 170th Street are completed.
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The liquor license renewals for Cedar Shores Lodge & Resort, Dorset Corner Liquor, and Timberlane were reviewed.  There are no known issues.  Johnsrud made a motion to accept liquor license renewals.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

A letter received from Hubbard County Attorney office regarding Peterka’s Junk Yard was read.  Sheriff Cory Aukes asks the Board to investigate the conditional permit issued by the Township.  Goeden shared information from township file that this area was grandfathered in when the zone ordinance was adopted.  The township only signs off to Hubbard County who oversees this business.  County Solid Waste Ordinance #18 would have jurisdiction over this business.

Duties of the Board of Canvass was presented by the Clerk.  Date was set for November 13, 2014, at 6:30 p.m.  This will be posted and published.  The flag will need to be replaced outside before election.  Johnsrud will purchase new flag and put on flag pole as needed.
Johnsrud made a motion that clerk purchase a current Labor Law Poster.  Nasser seconded.  Discussion included the possibility of getting the current Labor Law Poster at no cost.  Clerk will look into this.  Motion defeated.  

It was announced that the 2014 Education Conference & Annual Meeting in Duluth is November 20-22, 2014.  Hotel reservations need to be done by October 20, 2014.  Pre-registration form is due by November 5, 2014.  Each person attending will make their own arrangements.  They can be reimbursed from receipts after the conference.  

Johnsrud and Schmid attended the Township Association Meeting.  There were people representing both sides of the pipe line in attendance.  They were very vocal about the pros and cons as they saw them.  It was stated at the meeting that dues may go down as there are monies left on hand.  A reminder was given that the first Friday of every month the SWAD offers to test the nitrate level of water.  The Spring Short Course will be held in Walker in April.
Schmid stated that there is no place for the bus to turn around on Friendly Bay Drive.  He asked that Ralph look at area to determine if some trees will need to be taken down.

Schmid will talk to landowner, Henry’s, on 169th Avenue regarding an elm tree growing by his mailbox.  It needs to be removed.
The access from LaPasta, Forest Hill Loop, needs to be brushed.

Discussion regarding the possible rebuilding of Companeros and Dorset House was held.  It was felt that a building permit could be issued from the township if building would be rebuilt in exact footprint that existed by the fire destroyed buildings.  Township would need certification of existing sewer system compliance.  State of Minnesota may overrule township.
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There was no planning commission meeting this month, therefore no report.
