Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of September 12, 2013.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve report as presented.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

New business was added to the agenda: 1) Timberlane Liquor License Renewal, 2) Report from Johnsrud from the MN Association of Township Meeting, and 3) Mike Starkey.  Old business regarding 219th Street was added.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda with these additions.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Very little blading was done due to the dry weather.  Youngbauer called asking to blade Echo Drive, after talking with Johnsrud this was done as well as 219th Street.  Signs were ordered and they were delivered this last Friday.  “Pedestrian” and “Watch for Pets” signs will be put up.  The front of the town hall will be completed this month by Ralph and Johnsrud.  
Schmid asked that the holes in the road by Booge’s be fixed.  There are also significant potholes by Shady Lawn Resort.  Ralph states that this should be Nevis Township but he will do the work since it is on the tar section of the road.  The holes in the middle of 210th Street were fixed.  It is felt that these were created by vandalism.
Ralph Sanquist met with Sheriff Corey Aukes regarding the alleged incident on 219th Street.  There will be no county action taken.  Palmer still threatens to sue the township and Sanquist Construction.  Johnsrud stated that Nevis Township may need to be contacted about this issue.  
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The Kip Lof easement is in place.  There should be no conflict.  The attorneys are conversing regarding the specific wording of the easement.  

Johnsrud talked with Russell Smith on 192nd Street.  This is not a township road; it is a private road which does not meet the road policy requirements at this time.  The resident was advised if he would like to pursue this issue he could approach the Board with his request.
Gary Korsgaden presented a verbal and written report.  He asked about the land directly across from Hafner’s Green House regarding their yard appearance and the zoning ordinance guidelines.  The Board directed him to talk with the solid waste management for guidelines.

Gary K states he is waiting to hear from Kelly Sanquist before any addition work would be done. 


There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
There is no new information available regarding the possible annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.  Tabled to next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:  
The 2013 Road Mileage Certification received from David Olsonawski was signed as presented.

Dorset Café Liquor License was presented for renewal.  There were no known issues or concerns.  Schmid made the motion to approve.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Timberlane Lodge Liquor License was presented for renewal.  There were no known issues or concerns.  Schmid made the motion to approve.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud gave a verbal report from the MN Association of Township meeting.

Mike Starkey made an appeal to the Board for road service within the development area of Dakota Shores.  He requests that snow plowing be done and the cutting of the grass on the side of the road.  He feels if the Township works with him he would be able to sale lots more readily.  He stated that he knows the Township is not required to provide services because there is only one resident at this time.  Schmid stated that a school bus does travel in this area.  Johnsrud asked if there was any signs such as “Stop Ahead”, “Stop”, and etc.  Mike stated that there are no such signs at this time, but he would, as the developer, install as needed if the Township would fulfill his request.  DeLaHunt recommended at this time that the road policy be reviewed before the next meeting and this issue be tabled to the next meeting.  
There was no Planning Commission meeting in October and therefore no report.
