Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,                Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.
It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the minutes of October 10, 2013.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Schmid clarified that all numbers in report with a dash in front were negative balances.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  “Pedestrian” and “Watch for Pets” signs were installed on the road by George’s Barn.  The area in front of the town hall, where the bushes were removed, has been cleaned up and rocks put down.  Denver Drive has been inspected regarding further signage that may be needed.  Ground up asphalt has been put in the holes on 209th Street.  Roads were bladed as possible.
Gary Korsgaden presented a verbal and written report.  He received inquiries from Smith regarding the church area on Highway 34.  He asked them to contact the City of Park Rapids as the property is within the annexation area. Gary voiced concern over issues arising between permits in the annexation area.  There seems to be a lot of confusion from the property owner, the township, and the City of Park Rapids.  Johnsrud stated that there has been no further progress in the matter.  Gary K asked about an approved amount to install a drop box on site of the town hall.  DeLaHunt made a motion to authorize up to $500.  Schmid seconded.  It was clarified that it would be a free standing drop box, handicap accessible.  Motion called and carried.
There was no public comment.
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OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud and DeLaHunt will schedule a meeting with the City Administrator, Dan Walker, to further discuss the possible annexation amendment.

Mike Starkey’s request for road services within the Dakota Shores Development was discussed.  There was discussion within the Board and from the public attending.  The Road Policy was discussed in considering this request.  Ralph Sanquist stated that the road itself was in good condition and five signs would have to be installed to meet road standards.  The clerk was directed to write a letter informing Mike that he would have to petition the township to have Denver Drive adopted as a town road.  After receiving this petition the Board could then consider the road for adoption.  The road and signage would have to conform to the current road policy and if adopted, the road must be recorded at the court house.  These expenses would be incurred by the petitioner.  
NEW BUSINESS:  
Schmid made a motion to approve the liquor license renewal for Cedar Shores.  Johnsrud seconded.  There were no known issues.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the liquor license renewal for The Barn.  Goeden seconded.  There were no known issues.  Motion called and carried.

Sharon Natzel presented an update on the Long Lake watercraft inspection.  Lynn Berry presented an update on the Boulder Lake watercraft inspection.  Berry stated he feels the program is to inspect and educate.  A full written report has been received from the Hubbard County Soil and Water.  Report will be filed for further reference as needed.

An email was received from Hubbard County regarding excess furniture for sale.  Town Board feels there is no need for further furniture for the Township at this time.

Johnsrud made a motion to accept the Dogwood Road Assessment as was presented.  Goeden seconded.  These numbers will be sent to Pam Heeren to be assessed on property owner’s 2014 real estate taxes.  There will be a fee from Hubbard County for this service of $100 for the first year.  Motion called and carried.

A certificate of insurance is needed on file for Gary Korsgaden and Sanquist Construction.  Both were present at the meeting and will call their insurance carriers to have information provided.
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There was no Planning Commission meeting in November, therefore no report.  Korsgaden stated that the Kelly Sanquist request has not been officially received back so no action at this time.
