Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Gary Nasser, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott, Janet Gruis, Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the minutes of February 14, 2013.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Minutes from the Annual Meeting held on March 12, 2013, were signed and made available.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Under New Business #1 was moved to #10.   Johnsrud made a motion to accept agenda with this change.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Roads were plowed and work was done on winging out the drifts.  Last week Ralph went back to Wildview area to sand and wing also.  There are a lot of areas that snow banks are so high you can’t get snow off the roads.  They may have to take the loader out to push the snow.  Some areas on Dogwood Road will need to be improved before TriCity Paving, Inc. does their work.  Hubbard County put up  “Bump” and “15 mph” signs on 209th Avenue after Todd contacted them.  Ralph cleaned up an ice ridge that was left on 170th Street from the snowmobile race.  There is an issue on Deer Drive regarding parking of trucks in the cul-de-sack.  This does not allow the bus an area to turn around as needed.  The Board directed Ralph to put up a sign stating: No Parking At Any Time; School Bus Turn Around.  The sign should be placed right before the cul-da-sack.
There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
The installation of a drop box located at the town hall was tabled to next meeting.

Nasser reported that the hot water heater has been installed at the town hall.

Johnsrud has visited with the trails people about the land near the Heartland Trail right off of County Road 4 at 204th Street.  He will update as information is available.
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Schmid reported that contact has been made to fix the flag pole.  It should be done in the next few days.

Johnsrud made a motion that Tina Melott begin maintenance of the Henrietta Township Web Site immediately with Deb Anderson as back up and to obtain a new password.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

NEW BUSINESS:  
Gary Korsgaden voiced concern about the AIS presentation at the Annual Meeting, especially about the statement that real estate values are dropping due to the AIS infestation.  It was felt that the liability should be on the DNR, not the township.  Schmid feels that the support of this program by the township is for education  to the general public.  Korsgaden feels skeptism is growing between the citizen and the inspectors.  DeLaHunt voiced that each person should contact their legislature regarding their feelings on this issue.  
The fire calls listed with the current fire contract were looked at.  The fire contract was signed by Chairman DeLaHunt as it was approved at the Annual Meeting.

A request from Kempnich’s for a current liquor permit was presented.  There were no known issues.  Schmid made a motion to approve.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

May 9, 2013, Dorset is host to the governor’s party.  Goeden will invite the governor to the Henrietta Town Hall at 6:30 p.m. just prior to the regular township meeting which is scheduled for that night.  

Schmid made a motion to waive the rental fee of the town hall to the Boy Scouts.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Dogwood Road assessments were received from Ken Peterson Trust, Jay Wallace, Gordon Lambrecht, Keith McGovern, Donald Shook, and Warren Warmbold.  Letters of receipt were mailed to each landowner as payment was received.

Each donation request was reviewed.  Nasser made a motion to approve the following:

Hubbard County Historical Society in the amount of $500


Hubbard First Response & Rescue Inc. in the amount of $2,500

Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  The clerk was directed to get signed contracts from each of the above before the next scheduled meeting on April 11.

Johnsrud made a motion to give $2,000 towards the AIS contract in regards to the Long Lake Inspections.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Concern was voiced that monies are only being used to inspect Long Lake when there are additional locations in the township area.  Goeden made a friendly amendment to the previous motion to include a cover letter stating the township expectation to also inspect Boulder Lake Access.  Johnsrud accepts the amendment.  Motion called and carried.
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DeLaHunt will email a sample letter to the clerk regarding an annexation meeting with the City of Park Rapids.  Table to next meeting.

Gary Korsgaden gave a verbal zoning administrator report.  He states that Sprint is requesting a permit or permits for placing of fiber optic underground, including private party access.  The Board advises that one permit be issued to cover entire project.  No permit is needed for the changing of equipment on the existing tower.  
Johnsrud reported tht the Planning Commission is working on an overly district for the Pickett Landfill area.  The information has been sent to Attorney Troy Gilchrist for guidance.  After this is reviewed a public hearing will be scheduled.   O’Dean Hokanson volunteered to have a summary report ready from the Planning Commission for the next annual meeting in March of 2014.
