Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Gary Nasser, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Tina Melott, Janet Gruis, Dacle Schmid Jr., and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Goeden made a motion to approve the Annual Meeting minutes of March 12, 2013.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the minutes of March 14, 2013.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve report as presented.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Under New Business #3 (Timberlane Liquor License Application) was removed.  Under Old Business #2 was changed from Schmid: Drop Box to Schmid: Dorset Park Equipment and #4 (Repair of Flag Pole) was removed.  Nasser made a motion to accept agenda with these changes.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Lots of snow means lots of plowing.  A loader was used to get through the drifts in places.  The loader was used to clear the cul-de-sac’s where school buses were having difficulty in turning around.  The culvert on 210th Street had to be steamed by Roger Plumley as the water was beginning to wash out the road.  Ralph and Russ looked at Dayspring Drive and found some problems with the asphalt.  These problems will be taken care of when they meet with the contractor, Jack Pearson.  The roads will all be looked at more carefully during the spring road tour.
There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud gave an update regarding the purposed ordinance amendment-overlay district.  A sample of this amendment was presented to the board which will also have three original maps attached from the MPA.  The planning commission recommends that this information be presented to the MPA for a ten day review.  They would like the board to approve action to proceed.
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Goeden suggest that the Pickett Landfill should be identified on the front page.  Johnsrud suggests that this be added in the name of the ordinance.  Goeden asked if definitions needed to be added?  Johnsrud will talk with attorney to clarify these issues.  DeLaHunt makes a motion that this amended ordinance be moved to the MPA for ten days, then the Planning Commission finalize as they see fit, set a public hearing date, and bring information back to the next regular board meeting.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Schmid met with Jonathan Carter regarding the replacement of playground equipment in the Dorset Heartland Park.   There has been no progress since they last talked.  It was suggested that Kempnich’s be asked to talk to Tony Walzer.  It was also voiced that there may be grants available for this project.

Melott and Anderson participated in two-hour web training.  Board directed that no resolution was needed at this time for reimbursement of time regarding any and all web maintenance as neither Melott or Anderson were self-employed in web maintenance. They were acting as employees of the Henrietta Township.
Chairman DeLaHunt signed each contract regarding donations approved at prior meeting.  A cover letter was read and approved to be mailed with the first half of dollars to the Long Lake Association in regards to the AIS Prevention Program.  
Chairman DeLaHunt temporarily removed himself as chairman passing the gavel to Vice Chairman Johnsrud.  A letter was reviewed asking that the City of Park Rapids set a meeting date with Henrietta Township before June 30, 2013, in regards to the annexation.  Goeden made a motion to approve letter as written using current date.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  DeLaHunt abstained from vote.

Gavel was passed back to Chairman DeLaHunt for remainder of meeting.  

NEW BUSINESS:  
Mike McMorrow presented information to the Board regarding the mowing of the Henrietta Township Cemetery and the Henrietta Town Hall.  He stated that he only mows the entire cemetery when needed.  Contract was reviewed.  Goeden made a motion to accept contract.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Schmid abstained.  Contract was signed by McMorrow and DeLaHunt.
There is no contract in place for the services of Raymond Ball in mowing of the ditches twice a year.  Johnsrud will finalize a contract and contact Raymond Ball.  This information will be presented at the next regular meeting.
The Rental Agreement for the Town Hall was reviewed.  DeLaHunt made a motion that the clerk be given the authority to offer rental of the town hall to all applicants upon completion of the application and deposit of monies as required; with any decision of waiving of the fees to be brought to the next regular board meeting.   Schmid seconded.  After discussion was held, DeLaHunt made a motion to amend his previous motion to read the same except replace “the clerk” with “any one supervisor”.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the original motion as amended.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
