Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr.,               Gary Nasser, Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:07 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Schmid made a motion to approve the minutes of May 9, 2013.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Schmid made a motion to approve the Road Tour minutes of May 16, 2013.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Payment of the second half of funds to the Hubbard County SWCD was tabled to the next meeting.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
New business #5 was added to the agenda regarding Schmid/Conflict of interest?  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the agenda with this addition.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  Roads were bladed and shoulders were pulled in as needed.  
Dogwood Road was shaped and graveled with 700 cubic yards of class one put down.  This road was made ready for TriCity Paving, Inc. to pave.  Ralph checked on the paving after completion.  The tar will need to set a few days before any further work.  There is still work needed on the shoulder and the fixing of drive ways to match height to the highway.  TriCity Paving Inc. will melt down and pack any spots that may exist, especially noted on the 90 degree corner.  Ralph has hauled in 20 loads of black dirt.  He will seed and drag the ditches to complete.  
Ralph stated that the township still owns 650 yards of gravel at the Kotowski gravel pit.

Johnsrud updated Board with telephone calls that he had received regarding roads.  Don Hagenson has called stating that Deer Crossing Drive (off of 170th Street) was bladed when it should not have been.  There was no information as to who did the blade work.  Palmer called reporting a dusty road issue.  Kay Winter’s driveway needs to be blended to the road.  Newberger on Echo Drive is requesting chloride.  It was also noted that the first two miles of 209th needs chloride.  Schmid made this into a motion.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Ralph will talk with the County to add this year if possible.  

It was noted that signs should read “Watch for Pedestrians” instead of “Watch for Children”.
MN Statute #169.14 states that a township can post a 35 mph sign within their township where a high density of drive ways exist.  This would be done by a resolution.
Johnsrud met with Greg Hensel regarding weed spraying.  He will spray only the high and moderate areas as shown on the map previously made from Johnsrud on a drive though.

The Board accepted the direction given by the Road Board.  DeLaHunt made a motion to direct Johnsrud to get two bids for the tar and chip projects.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph was asked to bring back estimates for the road maintenance projects as outlined by the Road Board.  Ralph will center on completing Dogwood Road this month.    The two projects that need estimates would include:  210th Street and Estate Drive.

Public Comment:  Conley Anderson was in attendance as a project for a class.  Questions that were answered for him included:
When is the next election for seats?  November 2014

Who has been on the board the longest?  Dacle Schmid Jr. He started in 1979.
Who is in charge of emergency management?  The Chairman which is Dave DeLaHunt.
What is the average speed limit within the township?  55 miles per hour unless otherwise posted.
When can you fish into a lake that is surrounded by private property from the road right away?   There was discussion only with no answer given by township.  
OLD BUSINESS
Johnsrud stated that the Ordinance Amendment-Overlay District is on hold until the city annexation issue is decided.
The drop box was tabled to the next meeting.
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Copies of the letters mailed from the County Assessor Office, in regards to the Board of Equalization, were read by the clerk. Three landowners addressed concern with their land valuation.  Two parcels were left as previously valued, one parcel was decreased in value in regards to the value of an existing structure.
Minutes from the May 21, 2013, meeting with the City of Park Rapids in regards to annexation were presented to the supervisors.  There is a meeting set up by the City Administrator with Johnsrud, DeLaHunt and the City Council on Tuesday, June 18, 2013, beginning at 9:00 a.m.  The Board agreed that their priorities would be 1) Total Exclusion, 2) Total Exclusion with possible overlay district that the City would have zoning control. 3) Any other decision would have to be brought back to the Board to discuss.

The clerk was asked to respond to Kathie Jensen regarding her inquiry of the cement slabs at the Henrietta Cemetery.  The Board placed the cement slabs, per request, several years ago.  This was done because the headstones were tipping over.  

Annual population numbers were shared from the State Demographic Center.

Schmid asked if there would be a conflict of interest if he accepted an AIS position in checking watercraft at the various boat landings.  It was felt that because the Township was not hiring there would be no conflict of interest.
Gary Korsgaden gave his zoning administrator report.  He has met with Dan Walker.  They would like a zoning township map.  Ralph Sanquist will check into whether or not a culvert is needed on 204th Avenue on the south side.  The perspective landowners should be advised to check with the MPCA regarding this acreage which is near the old Pickett Landfill area.
Gary Korsgaden was asked by the Board to have a site review of the Breitweser’s acreage under a Conditional Use Permit.  Gary will get a copy of the permit from the city as this acreage is within the annexation agreement property.  He was also requested to inspect the Barrett and Bolton gravel pits as an inspection should be conducted every two years.
