Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser,        Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 6:50 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of July 11, 2013.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  There was discussion regarding a voided check to Long Lake Association which is still showing as outstanding on current report.  It will show as voided in the next month per Treasurer.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the bills.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

New business was added to the agenda: front of town hall building.  Schmid made a motion to approve the agenda with this addition.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  The stumps on 210th Street are out and have been removed or buried.  The township roads were bladed when it rained.  A telephone call was received today regarding Cliff Road, it was bladed today.  There was a complaint on the corner behind the town hall about rocks on the road, this was taken care of.  The ditches were cut and rebuilt on the west section of Dogwood Road.  Need to wait for seeding and dragging.  The shrubs were pulled out and hauled away from the font of the town hall.  The holes in the asphalt roads will be patched beginning next week.  The estimate was presented for the build- up of the intersection at Highway 34 with class one on Estate Drive in the amount of $3,000.
Johnsrud talked with Pearson Brothers today.  All the seal coating will be done on or about August 23rd and 24th.  

Johnsrud made a motion to move ahead with Estate Drive with the estimate that was presented by Ralph Sanquist.  Schmid seconded.  There was discussion about the corner issue.  Motion called and carried.  DeLaHunt abstained.
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Hubbard Township will pick up their share of the work to be done on Dove Tail.  There is a previous agreement with Todd Township that they take care of 159th and Henrietta Township will take care of Dove Tail portion in Todd Township.
DeLaHunt received telephone complaint from Brenda Carpenter regarding loose pea rock on Dear View Drive.  Ralph was asked to sweep it if possible.

Goeden received telephone complaint about a sign in the road right of way by Gereszek property.  Goeden made a motion that the clerk write a letter to them to move the sign from the road right of way.  DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.
Johnsrud made a motion to sign the Pearson Brother contract as received.  Schmid seconded.  There was discussion as to the amount of work to be done on Day Spring Drive.  Johnsrud and Ralph Sanquist will stake out the portion to be done.  Motion called and carried.

There was no public comment.

OLD BUSINESS:

Johnsrud presented the information drawn up by the attorney regarding the ordinance amending the Henrietta Township Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan regarding the Closed Pickett Landfill.  Johnsrud made a motion to approve the Ordinance #2013-01 as recommended by the Planning Commission.  Goeden seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Johnsrud made a motion to approve the summary resolution #2013-05 as approved by the attorney in regards to the ordinance changes.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
There was nothing new to present regarding the possible annexation amendment with the City of Park Rapids.  DeLaHunt and Johnsrud will talk with them again and report at the next regular meeting.

A drop box at the town hall was tabled until the next regular meeting.

Schmid stopped by Frank Kruft’s home to talk to him about the Kathie Jensen issue with the cemetery.  He was not home so a note was left asking him to contact Schmid.

The Hubbard County SWCD information that was requested was received.

NEW BUSINESS:

Gary Korsgaden is working with Kelly Sanquist in regards to a request of the township for a parcel split and reclassification.  

Johnsrud attend the Township Association Meeting that was held on July 15, 2013, at Todd Township.  He shared information that was discussed there regarding possible legislation that 
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would take away the assessor from the township and move to the county.  It was noted that a wheelage tax of $10 per vehicle did not pass in Hubbard County.  A half cent addition to sales tax was discussed for Hubbard County.  Nothing was finalized at this time.

Information was shared received from Bob Hansen regarding the Local Boards of Appeal and Equalization Trained Member Clarification.

The District 11 meeting will be on Wednesday, August 28, 2013, at the Walker Area Community Center with registration at 6:00 p.m. and meeting at 6:30 p.m.

A notice was received from the MN Revenue regarding Certified Town Aid.  DeLaHunt will check into what this is and how it is received.  He will report at the next regular scheduled meeting.
Pam Heeren has contacted every township regarding a table that is available, first come first serve.  Our township would have no place to use this table at this time.

Johnsrud suggests bringing up the grade in front of the town hall where the shrubs were removed to keep water from the side of the building.  Possibly fill in with fabric and rocks but it would need a drain.  DeLaHunt made a motion to do this work as maintenance to the town hall.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Work is to be done before this winter.

Gary Korsgaden presented the zoning administrator report.  He feels that the permit that is available on the web site is not adaptable for use.  The Board gave him permission to revise the form as he felt was needed and present it to the Planning Commission for approval.

Gary K reported that he had talked to Dan Walker at the City of Park Rapids in regards to C&D Scribe conditional permit.  Gary K was told by Dan Walker to proceed under the township guidelines.  Gary K talked to Breitweser about the outward appearance of the property.  He is within the guidelines regarding junk vehicles at this time.  Gary K will talk to him again regarding the wood pile on the east side of the property.
Kelly Sanquist is requesting a split of property and a reclassification.  Gary K recommended that they get a survey.  There would have to be a public hearing held before any recommendation can be made by the Planning Commission.  Gary K will continue working with Kelly on this issue.

Thorpe Township has asked Gary K to be their zoning administrator.  Gary K asked the Board is there would be any conflict in him accepting this position in addition to serving Henrietta Township.  The Board stated that it would be of no conflict and would be Gary K’s personal choice.
