Attendance:  Dave DeLaHunt, Russell Johnsrud, Duane Goeden, Dacle Schmid Jr., Gary Nasser,        Tina Melott, and Deborah Anderson.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman DeLaHunt at 7:00 p.m. followed with the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was announced that the meeting is being recorded for clerk information only to complete minutes.  After the minutes are approved the recording will be deleted.

Nasser made a motion to approve the minutes of August 8, 2013.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

Treasurer Melott presented the treasurer’s report.  Goeden made a motion to approve report as presented.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.

DeLaHunt made a motion to approve the bills.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.

New business was added to the agenda:  Renewal of Dorset Corner Liquor License.  Goeden made a motion to approve the agenda with this addition.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  
Ralph Sanquist gave the road report.  The normal grading was done, roads were really dry.  The shoulders of Deer View Drive were swept and made ready for tar.  There was a complaint on Dogwood Road.  It was then watered and two load of class one were applied.  Holes on various roads were fixed as needed.  

A property owner (Gil Palmer) living on 219th Street called the sheriff and filed a complaint against one of Sanquist blade operators claiming that he tried to run over him.  There were six residents of Henrietta Township in attendance at the meeting in support of Sanquist Construction.  Dave Youngbauer was in attendance stating that he and his wife were walking during the alleged incident.  Dave stated that they saw the alleged incident and there was no confrontation by the driver of the grader.  Dave saw Palmer standing in the middle of the road, waving his hands, trying to make the driver stop.  There was ample time for Palmer to move from the middle of the road.  Palmer did not move.  A copy of the complaint will be received by the township.  Goeden asked the Board for permission to go to speak to Sheriff Cory Aukes.   Board approved.  Discussion continued.  Johnsrud then volunteered to talk with Sheriff Cory Aukes as he is the township road supervisor.  Board approved.
There are some potholes popping up on 209th on the south end where the pavement is.  There has been a complaint on Deer Drive that a semi is backing up there.  DeLaHunt looked at the road and feels that the road is fine.

The edge of Dawn Drive where it meets the pavement needs to have some fill.  

Gary Korsgaden presented a verbal and written report.  He advised Kelly Sanquist that she needs to request a public hearing to divide her property as she desires or have a tract of ten acres.  Dan Walker feels that the township should pursue C&D Scribe regarding the cleaning up of their property.   
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The Public Hearing of the City of Park Rapids was discussed.  Several of the Board will try to attend.  There was no further progress with the City of Park Rapids regarding the possible annexation amendment.

There was no public comment.  
Goeden commented that he felt the Henrietta Township Web site was being well maintained.

OLD BUSINESS
Ralph Sanquist and Johnsrud will landscape the dirt area in front of the town hall.  Fabric and rock will be placed after the first of October.

Schmid reported that he could install a drop box made from a large mailbox on a post for about $50.  It could have a slot in for drop off of information and a lock to secure.  

Kathie Jensen contacted Goeden.  He met with Frank Kruft.  Two slabs were moved by Goeden and Kruft.  Kruft will fill in the holes and seed them.  Kathy was then contacted and told that the slabs had been moved.
The clerk read aloud to the Board a reply letter from Gereszek.  After discussion Johnsrud made a motion to put up two pedestrian signs on their road, one on County Road 18 and one at the last driveway.    DeLaHunt seconded.  Motion called and carried.  Ralph Sanquist will order the signs and install.   The clerk was directed to write a letter to Gereszek to let them know that the signs will be installed directly.
Schmid reported that the town aid that was discussed at the last meeting was addressed at the last association meeting.  The township does not have to do any paperwork to receive these monies.  It is a one-time aid.
NEW BUSINESS:  
DeLaHunt made a motion to accept the contract with Gary Korsgaden with the same terms as last year.  Johnsrud seconded.  Motion called and carried.  

Verna Ronnebaum has requested that the trees on her property within the road right of way be removed.  Johnsrud commented that the cul-de-sac would be enlarged which would be an advantage to the school bus that turns around in that area.  Johnsrud made a motion that the trees be cleared.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.

The DNR Public Roadway information was discussed.  The clerk was asked to respond that: (1) the Eagle Bend Road is being maintained only on the north 2/10th mile, the remainder has been abandoned and no longer exists; (2) that T260 never existed, it is only a property line.
The Stoney Lake Beavers 4-H Club has requested to move their meeting to a Friday night.  Board agreed as long as there was no other conflict of schedule.
Nasser, Johnsrud, and Schmid attend the District 11 meeting.  Johnsrud made a motion that the Township pre-order CTAS with the cost of $300.  Schmid seconded.  Motion called and carried.
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Dorset Corner Liquor License was presented for renewal.  There were no known issues or concerns.  Schmid made the motion to approve.  Nasser seconded.  Motion called and carried.
There was no September Planning Commission meeting therefore no report.
