· The following recommendation to change the Zoning Ordinance are as follows:
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Home Occupation - A use conducted entirely within an enclosed dwelling or accessory structure(s), which is clearly secondary and incidental to residential occupancy, and which does not change the character thereof.  Specifically excluded are any activities that result in the alteration of a building, window display, construction features, equipment, machinery or outdoor storage, any of which is visible from outside of the lot on which such use is located.

Page 36
Section 70-100   Home Occupations

The purpose of this section is to provide a means through the establishment of specific standards and procedures by which home occupations can be conducted without jeopardizing the health, safety and general welfare of the surrounding neighborhood.  Home Occupations existing as of the date of enactment of this ordinance are allowed to continue, but should notify the Township Zoning Administrator of their existence.  If existing home occupations change or expand their activity, they must first obtain a Conditional Use Permit.  
Existing Home Occupations that want to change or expand their activity or a new Home Occupation will may require a conditional use Permit in some Zoning Districts.  Such permit will be issued provided they meet the following conditions:
In some zoning districts, customary home occupations may require a Conditional Use Permit.  Such permit may be issued if they meet the following conditions:
1.   Home Occupations existing as of the date of enactment of this ordinance are allowed to            
continue.
2.      Such occupation is carried on in the principal building and may not be conducted in an      
accessory structure(s). other than a private garage or storage building.

2.   Not more than twenty-five percent (25%) of the gross floor area of the residence or 
   600 1100 square feet of the gross floor area of a garage or accessory building is used     
   for this purpose.

Page 26
Section 40-020 Permitted Uses #14 Accessory uses and structures to the above, principal uses. (delete comma after above)
Page #75 Section 120-050 Conditional Use Permits, Item A. #1 The maintenance of the public health, safety and welfare; Should be: 
1. The protection of the public health, safety and welfare;
Page #78 Section 120-050 Item H. 

H.  The Town Board may revoke a conditional use permit if it determines, after notice to the owner and conducting a public hearing, that any of conditions imposed on the permit have been violated. 
Larry made a motion that the Planning Commission schedules a Public Hearing for August 6, 2013 at 6:30PM with the regular Planning Commission Meeting to start at 7PM.  This Public Hearing will include printing a PUBLIC HEARING NOTICE for the adoption of the Closed Landfill Restricted District (CLR) (Pickett Landfill) and minor corrections to the Zoning Ordinance.  Second by O’Dean, motion passed.
Wanita made a motion that the Township Board approves the Final Draft of the CLR and Maps and the above minor modifications to the Zoning Ordinance above and notifies Wanita of such, prior to putting Public Notice in the paper on July 20 and July 24, 2013.  Larry seconds motion, motion passed.

Russ and or Paul will forward Final draft and Color Maps of CLR to Wanita.
